1 EDMONTON to CALGARY to SWIFT CURRENT: Sunday. Your

Musical Journey begins as you are welcomed aboard your deluxe coach in
Edmonton. Travel south via Red Deer to Calgary meeting additional travel-
ling companions enroute. A stop is made in Medicine Hat before crossing
the Alberta/Saskatchewan border and arriving in Swift Current, Saskat-
chewan. 

1 2 SWIFT CURRENT to WINNIPEG: Monday. Saskatchewan passengers
join the tour as you follow the Trans-Canada Highway into Manitoba,
overnighting in the capital city of Winnipeg. Upon arrival join your travel-
ling companions for an informal WELCOME RECEPTION.

2 3 WINNIPEG to PRIOR LAKE: Tuesday. Cross the international bound-
ary and travel through the states of North Dakota and Minnesota to Prior
Lake for an evening of fun at the Mystic Lake Casino Hotel.

6 7 NASHVILLE: Saturday. This morning enjoy a GUIDED SIGHTSEEING
TOUR of historic downtown Nashville and drive by some of the homes of 

the country music stars. Then sit
back for an evening at the
GRAND OLE OPRY, the heart
and soul of any Nashville visit.
Celebrating its 85th Birthday this
live radio broadcast enjoyed by
thousands each weekend will be
performed before your very eyes. 

7    8 NASHVILLE to MEMPHIS:
Sunday. Humming a country
tune, make your way to Hurricane
Mills to visit LORETTA LYNN’S
DUDE RANCH. Continue to
Memphis, home of Beale Street,
with its many jazz and blues
clubs. Whether or not you are an
Elvis fan, everyone wants to
make a pilgrimage to GRACE-
LAND, the Superstar’s estate.

8 9 MEMPHIS to BRAN-
SON: (3 nights)
